This presentation will grapple with the issues involved in using classroom assessments to
improve teaching and learning. | will begin with several key questions: What is learning”? And, how
does assessment relate to learning? | will go on to argue that the key is to link assessment to
teaching, classroom activities, and learning, and vice versa. In much more detail, | will show how
all of this can be done in five steps: planning assessment; writing items; compiling the
assessments; using the assessments; and improving the assessments. | will end by discussing
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with the audience how we can link assessment to teaching, classroom activities, and learning, and
vice versa.
